Linguist Instructions for Translating hi5 Applicati ons

This document provides how-to instructions for Linguists assigned to a hi5 application.

Step 1: Access to the Translation Tool

A developer must first make you a linguist for their application. To do so, they must be your
Friend on hi5 and also have assigned you as a linguist for their application.

Step 2: Go to the Application’s Canvas Page

You must have the application installed on your profile, and you must be viewing the application’s
canvas page (click “view” on the application).

Step 3: Turning the tool on/off

To turn on the tool:

click on the language & ~icon in the header then, click “I want to translate into:
Your Language”

I want to translate into:

The page will now reload into translation mode and show a green translation toolbar at the top.

You can turn off the tool anytime using the “Turn Off” button in the toolbar.
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Step 4: Opening the List of Phrases

To view the phrases for translation and review, click the “Translate this page: # button, in the
toolbar at the top of the page (Note: the # is how many phrases still need translating or voting on).

A complete list of the application’s phrases will now appear.

Step 3: Translating and Reviewing

With the tool on, you can both suggest new translations and review translations suggested by
others.

You will see text marked as follows:

Blue colored background = New text, please translate

Green colored background = Has some suggested translations, please review
submissions

Green Checkmark Icon ¥ = Currently accepted translation, available for modification by
linguist

To Translate:

Point your mouse to any text marked with blue background, and a translation box will pop
up.
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If the phrase contains one or more words with standard translations from the hi5
glossary, you will see them in a note at the bottom of the box.

Enter your translation into the box and click “Save.”

This will automatically become the approved translation.

To Review:

Point your mouse to any phrase marked with a green background or a green check and a
translation box will pop up. Now you’ll see all the submitted translations for that phrase.
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Click the red @ icon next to any translations that are incorrect or offensive. This will
remove a translation completely from the list, so n o one will be able to vote for it
again.

Click the award icon next to the best translation. This will approve that translation,
and the phrase will now only be editable by other | inguists.

If you don’t see any correct translations in the list, you can enter a new one — just click on
“suggest” and enter your translation instead.
